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The SBA Program will see one further 
framed art price increase for 2009.  Mill 
Pond Press has advised the SBA Program 
that they will be increasing print costs 
within the coming month. 
 
Participating SBA chapters have until April 
3, 2009 to sell any Mill Pond Press prints in 
their possession at the current cost of  
$50.00/print (Noting that the SBA Program 
recovers merchandise costs when the chap-
ter submits a sale to NHQ.)  Starting April 
6, 2009, the committee cost for a Mill Pond 
Press print will be $55.00/print or $275 for 
a 5-print package. A $5.00/print increase 
from current costs. 
 
Also, in an effort to supply SBA chapters 
with the most profitable and desirable 
framed artwork, the Mill Pond Press Gallery 
will be revised April 6th.  We will look to 
remove prints that are not performing well 
in the Program and offer two new print im-
ages for chapters to utilize.  Look for these 
changes to the Mill Pond Press order form 
and gallery on the SBA website at 
www.ducks.org/sba. 

While we are experiencing small increases in 
costs from Mill Pond Press and Wild Wings, 
the print vendor, Sporting World, has noti-
fied the SBA Program that they will not be 
raising print costs in the near future.  Sport-
ing World prints will remain at their current 
cost of  $50.00/print or $250 per 5-print 
package.
